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§ 1.1: BACKGROUNDINFORMATION

Various types of traditional medicine (TM) and medical practices referred to as complementary or alternative medicine (CAM), have been increasingly used in both developing and developed countries. One of the major components of the World Health Organization (WHO) Traditional Medicine Strategy is to promote the integration of TM and CAM into national healthcare systems where appropriate. In Africa, access to regular medicine is limited. On average there is only one physician per forty thousand inhabitants. The project is arised by Worldschool, because they found out that the burden of communicable diseases in Kenya is high, with malaria as the leading cause of morbidity (30%) and they want to change this. Their intention is to combine evidence-based medicines with traditional medicines. This is a big problem for the people in Kenya and the organisation would like to solve this project. To increase the knowledge of the country one must first do some research about Kenya itself. 

§1.2: IN REALITY
The desired endproduct is a report with all the answered questions and all the researches that are done. This is important for Kenya’s main problem. It will help them accept medicines from outside their original habitat and that will help them prevent dying of an ordinary disease.
